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Configure the initial value of Digital Output 1 (DO1)
This Knowledge Base explains how the value of the Digital Output 1 – DO1 on the eWON 
Flexy model can be configured.

- Note -

The configuration of the DO1 is possible only if the version of eWON Flexy's firmware is 
8.2s1 or higher.

By default, the DO1 is set to be open.

To change this default setting, you will have to modify the “DO1Init” parameter in the 
ComCfg text file. This parameter accepts two values:

DO1Init value Description

0 The Digital Output is Off

1 The Digital Output is On
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To do so, there are 2 methods:

• via eWON's web interface

On the homepage of eWON's web interface, go to

Configuration > System Setup > Storage > Tabular edition > Edit COM 
cfg

You will have a live access to the comcfg.txt file without the need of downloading the file 
first. Simply search for the “DO1Init” parameter, double-click on the parameter row, change
its value and save the modification.

• Via FTP

On the homepage of eWON's web interface, go to 

Files Transfer > comcfg.txt

A file will be downloaded on your computer. Simply search for the “DO1Init” parameter and
change its value. When saving the file, do not forget to rename it to “comcfg.txt”. Once 
done, upload the file on your eWON via FTP.
